 parent and/or guardian names and addresses. 

Please do not send this information to the department. 

What information is being collected? 

Schools provide the following information about each student to the department: 

 Student residential address (not student names) 

 Student level of education (i.e. whether the student is a primary or secondary 
student) 

 Student boarding school status (i.e. whether the student is boarding or a day 
student) 

 Names and residential addresses of ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘǎΩ ǇŀǊŜƴǘόǎύ ŀƴŘκƻǊ ƎǳŀǊŘƛŀƴόǎύ  

Why is this information being collected? 

This collection is undertaken each year and is used to inform Commonwealth school 
education policy, and to help ensure Commonwealth funding arrangements for non-
government schools are based on need, and are fair and transparent.
